How to Play: 

 Divide the players into groups of an even number. 

 The aim is to draw a beetle of any shape, but it must have 6 legs, 2 feelers, 2 
eyes and 1 mouth. 

 The group must roll a six to start, and then the following numbers to complete 
their beetle. 
 

o 6 = Body 
o 5 = Head 
o 4 = Leg 
o 3 = feeler 
o 2 = eye 
o 1 = mouth 

 

 The game is finished when the group completes its beetle.
